HIV and AIDS Counselling

4 Counsellings an integral aspect of the support offered by EVE for
Life and is the basis upon which the organization was founded.

4 EVE for Life will provide psychosocial support in pretest, post test,
prevention, and supportive aspects of HIV and AIDS counselling.
This service Is effective in providing accurate information about HIV
and AIDS, STls, treatment, human rights, appropriate referral
services centers as well as enhancing living positively with HIV and
AIDS. It will also promote prevention of further spread of HIV.

4 Counselling at EVE for Life will be accessible to individuals, couple:
children and family members of people living with HIV as well as
companies or organizations that request it.



Social Support

£ Womenliving with HIV have confided that some of
their biggest challenges are their children's school fees
school supplies, uniforms and nutritional support. The
women clearly expressed that if these needs are met it
would remove some of the pressures they feel.

4 EVE for Life Social Support Programme will comprise
services that seek to mitigate the impact of HIV and
AIDS on women and their families by providing referral
services for nutritional support, school support and
other specified needs.



Child Interventions

4 Onregistration every EVE for Life client, their
biological and dependent children will be
recorded. The organization will run a
programme that will support the social and
psychological development of a number of
these children based on resources. This
iInvolves counselling the children and their
guardians, supporting them through providing
basic education and in life skills training that
enable them to live meaningful lives.




After School (Apprenticeship) Programme

4 EVE for Life will launch a programme in St. James for 10
children living with or affected by HIV who either dropped
out of school or were unable to continue to higher levels of
education through an apprenticeship programme.

4 The organisation will liaise with HEART NTA to provide
training in construction or cosmetology. Additionally EVE
for Life will work with various hairdressers, barber shops
and mechanic shops to encourage them to take on some o
the youth as apprentices.

4 The young people will be able to earn a skill and become
self sufficient as a result of the programme



Youth (AIDS) Club

4 8 ¢ 18 years old who are either living with or
affected by HIV.

£ It will act as a support group aimed at reducing
the trauma associated with HIV. It Is hoped that
through their own shared experiences, the youth
will develop healthy behaviours and attitudes
towards sex and prevent HIV infection.

4 The club will be piloted in Kingston and St.
Andrew in 2009 2010.

To encourage youth living with HIV to support one another
as regards the psychosocial and social effects of HIV and
AIDS surrounding their families through monthly support
group meetings over a 12 month period

To equip young people with life skills to guard against
sexually transmitted infections and HIV through bimonthly
sensitization sessions over a 12 month period.

Promotion of HIV prevention practices in schools and youth
clubs over a 12 month period
